This summer, we are holding an art competition to coincide with 
the centenary celebrations for the East Linton artist, Robert Noble.

An exhibition of Robert Noble’s paintings will be held in the John Gray Centre, Haddington, during the 
months of May and June. Both the exhibition and a recently published book on his life and work should 
provide a source of encouragement for all competition entrants, but do try to get along to the exhibition.

In the spirit of Noble we would expect the inspiration to come from the surrounding East Lothian 
landscape.

The competition is open to all school students and artists, whether amateur or professional, who are East 
Lothian residents.There is no age limit.

PRIZES AND AWARDS.

There are 2 major prizewinners - being awarded a Robert Noble Centenary medal and a £100 Art 
Materials voucher to a Junior and Senior artist.

There will also be a Junior and Senior ‘Highly Commended’ award of a £50 Art materials voucher each.

THE SUBJECT

Your art work should be on the theme of ‘PAINTINGS INSPIRED BY LANDSCAPE’
However, we don’t expect Robert Noble ‘look-a-like’ paintings. The subject matter can range from the 
realistic to the abstract.

Paintings can be any size or medium, framed or unframed. The entrant’s details and the title of the 
painting must be securely fixed to the back of the work.
